Introduction

The objective of this document is to provide infatian in preparation and addition to our
(DHV-DCB) bid presentation to be held during th&/Clplenary meeting in Hall in Tirol
(Austria), 19 — 22 February, 2009. The structurthefbid document follows the checklist of
the CIVL guidelines.

Prior to submitting this bid we, the organizersydnaonsidered the Checklist for Competition
Organisers in Section 7 and provide the followimigimation in support of our bid:

1 Dates of championship and training opportunities

Altes Lager (AL) is a hanggliding-site 65 km Nortli Berlin. Every year the German
Flatlands-Aerotow-Championships are held here.tigipilots are welcome to join these
championships. Another feature of the site is yfe@r over there is a professional aero tow-
team at the site. Interested pilots can flexiblyjkenase of these services on weekdays and
weekends.

Tow-expert Peter Schile will be
responsible for the recruitement
and coordination of the towing
team. He earns his living offering
year through aero towing services
to hangglider pilots and has
among other gathered experience
in towing for the World
Championships and the Flatlands
in Australia.

Pilots not yet too familiar with
aero towing can organize their
training with him.

2 Practice periods



Prior to the Pre-Worlds and the Worlds a two daacpse period will be organized. At least
one practise task will be set and carried out leydlganizers. Competitors are welcome to
practice individually prior to this official period trikes and pilots will be at request available
any time during the season between April 1 and @t@1. Individual arrangements can be
made with our chief tug pilot Peter Schiile.

3 Site characteristics

The site is private property of the Berlin Hanggigl Club (DCB). The site is the official
“Tow Base East” (DHV-Schleppzentrum-Ost) of the @an Hanggliding Federation (DHV).
The site is easily and directly accessible frone¢hdifferent directions. The B101 highway is
2,5 km North to the strip. 3 more country roadsrsat the airfield to motor and highways.
The next Autobahns are 22 km to the West (A9 LexRerlin) and 35 km to the East (A 13
Dresden-Berlin). These are connected via a new alto traverse and the connection ramp
is only 22 km to the North of Altes Lager. Autobahare toll free in Germany and do usually
allow high speed travelling (> 130Km/h). Longerigtes are comparatively easy under these
conditions (map 1).

Tow events take place on a regular basis. Theisi@.C-wide known for its XC-potential.
Members of the club have flown more than 300km .(€Ctpus Gerhard, hangglider).
Paragliders have flown more than 200 Km (Thomas\8&).

4 Ownership and user- rights to runways and buildigs

All rights to ownership and use of the site beldogthe local club. Club members use a
1250m long and 54 meters wide concrete runway (B&#th taxiways, a grass strip of 550m
(28/10). 10 sizeable shelters (formerly used faydadVlIG-25 planes).

In westerly or easterly winds, up to 4 trikes mayrch pair wise in parallel and sequential
launch orders (up to 400 meters distance of lapwhts are feasible on one and the same
runway).

As a reaction to pilot criticism regarding stroﬁngind components during the German
Open 2008, the club has recently developed a né@20@unway in the South-West corner

see graph below).



If necessary, additional arrangements with autiesritvill make it possible to use two long
enough and spacey concrete taxiways as take-offaawithg areas (see grey areas in graph 1)

5 Location and infrastructure

The Altes Lager Airfield’s elevation is about 308et above sea level (N51°59'46"
E12°59°'06). The airfield is (including the grassst about 2,7 km long (East-West) and up
to 950m wide (North-South). As such it is large @gio in all wind directions. No particular
environmental or noise restrictions apply. The abwmns large parking lots as well as a club
house with 15 rooms, a barbeque area, kitchen ashneom/showers/toilets and W-LAN
communication.

A hang gliders” pub and a Drive-Inn-Cinema completreervices to pilots. Two railway
stations connect Altes Lager/Niedergorsdorf to iBgd5 minutes). The next filling station is
3 km away. The next supermarket 1km. In the Noibkttf the site one of the larger indoor
and outdoor Go-Kart Racecourses is located sonthladdy has to worry about the noise of
trikes. If necessary, pilots may use 9 more shewems and toilet facilities of the Go-Kart
course instalments.

All roads towards the site are paved and in goadlition. The club homepage refers to
various cheap hotels and hostels in the neighbaarho

Flatlands 2009. A hostel and hotel capacity of B8@s are available in the surroundings of
the airfield (12 km circle: Juterbog, Niedergomdddreuenbrietzen, Dennewitz, Altes

Lager). Special deals will be bargained for pilots.

6 Sprog measurement policy

Sprog measurement policy is usually a matter ofrégilations not of the bid. However, not
only after the German Open 2008, concerns have basead by pilots about how sprog
adjustment and measurement will be handled inﬁ. r reasons of transparency we
will tackle the issue here in the bid. Our policyll iollow agreements made at the CIVL
2007 meeting at Talloires and documented in theutasof the plenary meeting poim:
Report of HG Pitch stability WG — Dennis Pagen. If changes of these agreements will be made by
the 2010 plenary meeting of the CIVL these CIVLesgt-upon policies will then apply for
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the World-Championships 2011 and the Pre-Worlds0200he policy according to the
Talloires meeting follows minutes14- 4-5, only p®s for the case that sprog measurements
have actually been agreed upon and reads as follows

(4) The CIVL officials at the pre-meet and the world meet will make the measurements.

(5) The CIVL will assure there is an informed presentation and discussion of this issue at the
mandatory safety briefing before each meet.

These or any amended version of the CIVL-rules Ww#l incorporated into the Local
Regulations for the 2010/11 events in Germany tagroved by the next CIVL plenary
meeting in spring 2010.

7 Repairs, spare parts, spare gliders and mechanicservices

Peter Schile lives at the site and is a class{idLV class 5) engineer for the conduct of
repairs on hanggliders and microlights. Nikolas ¢tusierz conducts structural and sail
repairs and organizes delivery of spare parts amaggdliding equipment. Both closely
collaborate and use the same workshop at the site.

During the event manufacturers like Moyes (Skylifgdros, Bautek, Airborne, Wills Wings
and Icaro are invited to set up show booths sogihatis can negotiate repairs and spare glider
deals directly with the representatives of relevaanufacturers. Dealers of PMR/LPD radios
and equipment are invited to set-up show boothsoaganize radio rentals.

8 Task flying area - airspace

The area surrounding the airfield is generally #ad under agricultural use as pasture or
extensive grain production (see photo 2 below orgdéhurg). In contrast to small scale
West-German and Alpine farm structures, East Gerfaans are very large farms averaging
700 to 2000 hectares (7.000000 — 20.000.000 sghiy.ifnplies that wide paddocks suitable
as goal areas or bomb out paddocks are availaldeswdr you go. No developed aversions of
farmers against glider pilots are thinkable undehsextensive production regimes.

As a consequence of the particular history of Bgrestricted suburban development because
of the long history of the Berlin Wall), the surralings of the German capital look quite
dissimilar to the suburbs of other capitals in per@and the US. They are best characterized
as rural areas with low population density andagédl type settlements but with generally
good quality of rural roads and transportation. Sehkeatures also characterize the whole task
flying area. Copies of ICAO maps and road maps efi/East-Germany West Germany-
Hannover area will be provided by the organizer aresufficient for task flying.

Airspace is sufficiently free or available abovkeaaff and task flying areas (see map below)
with the following limitations (see black arrow limcate the site). To the North: The airspace
is restricted to flight level 100 (may become riestd to flight level 75, 2300 m). To the
North, after 20 km the descent to Berlin controléegpace begins. 40km to the south: EDR
70 may restrict the task setting on weekdays. Psion to cross the area is needed but
usually no problem. To the South-West: After 70 Kme Leipzig controlled airspace may
restrict flights.

9 Radio, mobile/cell ‘phone coverage, rental cars,

Pilots may use PMR or LPD radios without prior fiseng. 2m band or UHF/VHF-radios
imply that pilots hold a national or internatiofiaense (BZF). Cell phone coverage is usually
good. Eplus, and German D.- net offer 100% coverBgaming works well. Prepaid SIM-
cards may be used and are available at the incoaimgrts in Berlin and in most filling
stations and supermarkets. The safety directornaile one channel reserved for safety news.

10 Seasonality and weather

The best season for holding competitions in Altagdr is between Mai and August. However
as will be shown below, the statistically best coonpise between strong thermal activity and
low probability of rain is to organize competitionghin a relatively narrow seasonal window
between Mai and End of June. Because regular catmopetvents in Altes Lager do usually
have to comply with other events taking place earh the year in the Alps, competitions like
the German Flatlands or the German Open did oftme o take place late in the year in
August, when the probability of rainfall is 42% heay than in June. This time we underlie no
such restrictions and will organize the eventslinel

There is mixed weather data available about flyatdéeys and rain days in June in
Brandenburg because the northern part borderinBdte Sea is sometimes more humid and
climate widely differs from the southern part wédées Lager is located. Therefore we will
first describe the overall weather pattern of Beartlirg as published in regional data bases
and than funnel down to the particularities of sbathern region.

Best weather conditions for XC-flying in the fedestate of Brandenburg are to be expected
during and at the end of June when temperaturerditti re high enough to feed strong
thermal activity while probability of rainfall isti# low (for example whole Brandenburg:

June: 11,5 days of rainfall in average, July 14sd days, 13-year database ending



2007). In August maxima of 42 degrees Celsius @d&hrenheit) are reached. In June maxima
of 33 C are reached.

The situation differs in the South were Brandenbbogders the federal state of Sachsen-
Anhalt close to the city of Magdeburg (82 km WestAltes Lager) or at the City of
Wittenberg. Most XCs over 200 km were flown in thlisections. Altes Lager has a very
similar weather pattern. There the expectable adiii June is reduced to just 9 days (May
only 7,8 days but relatively cold). World Meteorgical Organization (WMO) data of the
surroundings of Altes Lager for example on Magdgb\teipzig 60 km to the South and
Wittenberg 25 km South-West are very similar).

Sandy soils guarantee that rainfalls dry up quicekig thermals develop early in the day from
10 am onwards (see OZ-report 2006, German-Openin Miad directions are westerly and
easterly winds. Normal cloudbase suitable for flyins between 1500m and 2400m. Up to
3200m cloudbases have already been reached dimenGérman Flatlands competitions in
the years 2006/7. Between June and July thermaldeaome very rough. This is why in
competitions at Altes Lagend average wind speed cannot exceed 20 mph (32rkontie gust
factor 5 mph (8.05 km/h) as measured at 7 feeB@&Imeters) at the front of the launch line.
Pilots are advised not to launch in gusting condgi Forecast will be supported by satellite
tracking and professional meteorological servicBse DHV will support the event by
contracting Volker Schwanitz who is a meteorologistl experienced hangglider pilot.

11 Safety — general conditions, quick rescue and wlieal services

Altes Lager is not constrained by weather phenonwrmaparable to for example Alpine
Foenstorms or the dustdevils of the Australian @ckb Neither do pilots have to consider
strong valley wind or topographical turbulence. General openness of the area allows for
low saves, racing to goal with late landing apphescand for keeping the distance to lee
turbulence of trees and buildings. With the newtN@&outh landing strips and flexibility of
including taxiways into launch and landing areag wind direction can be made use of for
setting a task. Strong southerly winds above 20kmé&y though become problematic not
because of the wind speeds while launching buterdbecause of the restrictions with the
Airspace in the North of the airfield.

Paramedic and Ambulance cars are stationed inith@fcJiterbog, 6 km from the airfield.
The regional county hospital is 18 km away in Lueokalde. Experiences with hanggliding
accidents at Altes Lager taught us that ambulaogaally show up within 15 minutes after
emergency calls were placed. Rescue helicopteidiygnowed up within 20 minutes after
emergency calls. An ambulance car, first aid anehedoctors will be available during the
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event. Several emergency vehicles plus personriklfist aid equipment, fire extinguishers
and an incident toolbox will be available during tevent. For the Brandenburg region in
which the competition will take place, no partiaueccination is recommended for foreign
competitors

12 Details of visas required for visitors from FAI member nations and customs
information

No entry- visa are required for EU-citizens. Thmeaolds true for members of a country
which is part of the Shengen agreement. A vis@igequired for semi-annual visits of up to
three months for nationals of those countries foictv the European Community has
abolished the visa requirement. Citizens of Schermgeintries can cross the internal borders
of all member states without passport checks. Gdgespeaking, all other foreigners require
a visa for stays in Germany. Visa fees are 60 Hofermation about visa requirements are

Sport equipment may be brought to the EU and udeught as baggage with the person
travelling. It is sufficient to indicate by usiniget green “nothing to declare” exit that the
equipment will stay with the traveller and leaveiagwith him. A period of 24 month not
longer will be accepted by German customs. Shoiddsplan to maybe sell their gliders
they need to announce this an fill out an ATA carifidis helps to avoid in any case that
customs ask questions or in the worst case trggess the value of the equipment
themselves.

12 Event Headquarters

All waypoint downloads, map information, scoringamnmation and ranking list information
as well as information about launch orders, weatbercast, set-up area and tow grouping
will be made available at boards in the Headqusiiterthe DCB-clubhouse at the site. In
addition all information will be made available araily basis on the competition homepage.
One Shelter in the near of that clubhouse will eduas briefing room for briefings which do
not take place in the launch-area. One room ofctibhouse offers fax/copy and internet
services and WLan internet access to pilots (4osigt Two additional computers will be
reserved for the use of journalists from the I@ral regional-press.

13 Directors, organizers and key officials.

All persons are readily available for both, the-marlds and the worlds and have particular
knowledge of the region. The DHV has proposed amtoanced to hire Dietrich
Minchmeyer as an experienced competition dir etition scorer. By June 2011,
Dietrich Minchmeyer will apart from many German @mempetitions and his experience as
head of the German PG-Liga have directed thg WoHdmionships of Rigid Wings and
Women at Tegelber 2010 as well as the Pre-Worl@9 20d 2010.
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Manne King is an experienced competition pilogtili instructor and event organizer. Volker
Schwanitz and Hannes Schmalzl are both professime&torologists and authors of renown
books about weather and hanggliding. Andreas Rigltlalready have scored the WC 2010
at Tegelberg whwn he takes over the task in BeWili Kuck is an experienced comp

organizer and scorer from the Berlin hangglidingbclHe has produced the list of waypoints
used for competitions in Altes Lager and he kndwesregion very well. Markus Hanisch has
flown competitions in Australia and Germany and bhasorganized competitions and other
larger events. He lives in Altes Lager since 2008 knows pilots and flying conditions as
well as all key officials. Christoph Buddee is tHead of the Berlin Hanggliding Club and
since 1999 a very active organizer of competitions.

14 Base budget, retrieve and tow services, additiahsources of income

Headquarters host a telecommunication centre wjghraon coordinating incoming calls and
another person responsible for retrieve and org#ioiz. Scoring will also take place in the
Headquarters. Entry fee and fees for tow/retri@rgises are charged separately.

Because transportation doesn’t pose a problem withirope, teams who wish may even
bring in trikes and self-organize their towing iccardance with the services offered by the
organizer.

Teams and individuals are expected to form grodgsuis and drivers and self-organize their
retrieve as far as possible. The organizer wily@upport such activities with providing a list
of hireable and able drivers and cars prior todkent. In addition, the organizer provides
services to support retrieve activities in the fooh central coordination of retrieve
communication (transportation manager in the hdtidep and in the form of ten additional
support vehicles, canoeing-trailers (hangglidendpenrt) and drivers. Those are only to fill in
the gaps in the overall self-organized retrievecpss, to pick up pilots far off track and to
help out in the case of accidents or car break-downaddition these vehicles will transport
goal equipment and marshalls as well as comp-obseftom the CIVL. Pilots pay for these
services with the base fee of 450 EUR.

Tow services will be provided by the organizer.tdkes and 5 Dragonflies (Becker, Bader,
Rudiger and two Dutch pilots) and 30 (a 50 EUR/d#sgistants for every hundred registered
pilots will be contracted depending on the amodrttikes brought by the teams themselves.
In a meeting with DHV officials in October 2008, tBe Schile has agreed upon on
responsibly organizing the recruitment and trainirigonly very experienced tow-pilots he
knows himself. This aspect is important becauselabetwo comp seasons in Altes Lager
have shown that strong conditions (switchy sidewinothponents and strong thermal activity
above runway) can sometimes demand too mugh ohfabirtrike- as well as hangglider-
pilots.




15 Ground crew

Each micro light will be serviced by 1 assistinggoa responsible for rope, rings and weak
links and communication with the pilot/launch pemsel. Another 17 persons form the launch
personnel teams responsible for pilots, dollieiegt, launch order management, fuel and
repairs equipment and communication with Launchdflalls. 20 volunteers from the DCB
and the national teams accompanying persons withptement and sometimes replace
contracted staff. Trikes are calculated as follows:

120 tows per hundred pilots a 700m (a 25 EUR) evalig day. A maximum of 8 valid days
will be contracted. A maximum of 24.000 EUR is ® $pent for tows. Standby fee for each
day trikes were there but not flying is 100 EURRetrieve vehicles and drivers are calculated
as follows: 10 vehicles plus driver (80 EUR) x &sl&640 EUR. The same amount in petrol
will have to be spent. A total of 12.800 EUR wi#t bpent.

A basic fee payment per pilot of 450 EUR will bedgated. A sanction fee of a maximum
5120 EUR will be budgeted.

Additional sources of income will be used to hirefpssional event organizers in the peak
phase of preparations (9 person-month).

17 Fees and cost reduction strategy

The budget displayed above is preliminary and iméie sure that the organization is secured
even if a majority of pilots does not prefer tofsehanize (towing). Towing cost may be
linearly reduced as soon as indications of sel&oizations occur. However additional
strategies may help to reduce the financial bufdempilots and crew. Car rentals are invited
to set up information booths at the site. If pogsthey are also invited to sponsor the event
with special deals for pilots interested to seffasrize retrieve teams.

The organizer will care for list and arrange lodalers with their cars at affordable rates
willing to service national teams.

If any possible, sponsoring income should contebuwbd reduce the overall cost of
participation. Some business-related sponsorsMikswagen and Berliner Volksbank have
already shown interest in sponsoring the event. Sdme is likely to occur on a local basis
and among businesses related to club members.

Cheap flights (< 120 EUR) to Berlin and Leipzig areailable from almost any larger
destination in Europe (AirBerlin/Easyjet, DBA). K¢ and restaurants in Brandenburg are
among Germany’s best and most price worthy prantdr@ises. Autobahn use is free in
Germany which plays a role for those coming byataramp-truck.
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Teams may fully self-organize retrieve and towirygboinging in their own trikes and pilots.
This may considerably reduce entrée fees from 70R o just 450 EUR per pilot. 2/3 of
competition pilots are likely to be EU-citizens.iFmeduces travel expenditures for most of
the pilots and hang gliding associations as welba€IVL personnel.

Organizers do not intent to solely conduct the mgetith Tug-pilots from Germany. Only
very experienced pilots will be contracted. Howevaith the many nations in the
neighbourhood pilot-recruitment should not posia@er problem for the event. Pilots from
countries like France the Netherlands and CzechulBlephave already announced to fly-in or
tow in their own equipment because it is finangi&édasible. This cannot be said about quite a
few competitive locations from overseas.

18 Insurance

The DHV has a general insurance as a comp orgac@eégring public and third party
liability. As NAC the DHV is carrying out the eveon behalf of the CIVL. This liability
should suffice to run the WC 2011 and the Pre-Wsorld

Prior to the event, pilots not able to present kdvand sufficient individual third party
insurance cover will be offered the opportunityingure themselves using DHV insurance
services together with Gerling.

19 Entry fee

Entry fee will be 450 EUR per pilot. In addition tg 275 EUR will be charged for tow and
materials so that a base budget of 72.500 EUR heillvailed. In order to incentivize the
teams to bring their own trikes, fully-self orgagazteams will only pay 450 EUR entry fee.
Teams who do not bring trikes will pay the full amm¢. Pilots who register late will pay
more. As indicated, 10 vehicles will support thans with retrieve. However this is to speed
up the overall self organized retrieve activitiesr example pilot landing far off track or way
earlier or later than their teams may use thesacgs: The transport manager NOT the pilots
will decide about logistics and the order by whidlots are serviced. That's why all pilots are
strongly requested to organize cars and driversefoieve.

Table two indicates that expectable additionalrfgial support and sponsoring are calculated
very conservatively. Additional income may be useturther reduce the burden for pilots.
Entry fee covers organization, welcome and finaindrs as well as t-shirts and comp
information map (map of area, information) as veslithe organizational support of the pilots.

20 FAl entry rule

To date no FAlI member will be refused at Germanlbr.

21 Early arrivals
Early arrivals are welcome one week prior to thiciafl start of the event. Trikes will be
available to allow pilots to familiarize with theea.

22 Guest pilots
G.P which are experienced comp pilots but not giggting in the event will be invited and

prior to the opening of windows being used jo inform organizers about
conditions. A total of 5 Dummies are accepted. Gpésts may only fly in accordance with

the comp organization and after the closing o petition window.
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23 Dissemination of information
